DRO Update – Ian Panabaker 

 

November saw both the budget and Parking Master Plan approved by Council; next 

steps are to move forward with the RFP for the Wilson St Parkade. Cam Walsh left his 

position as PM of the Parking Master Plan and permission has been given to obtain a 

new PM to fill this role.  

As a part of the budget process the 2015 CIP extension was not approved and as a 

result the total 2015 CIP budget is $130,000. 2015 is the last year of the CIP                   

program. In Spring 2015 discussions will begin in regards to the program review. This 

process will include public workshops and DAC consultation.
