 Provided historical background and reviewed designation bylaw

brick on the back of this building

 Josh Kaufmann from Fusion Homes provided a presentation which included images of 
recent renovations and a signage masterplan which identifies signage locations 

 Concerns around the amount and sizing of lettering on the heritage stone wall 
 Discussions around alternate considerations for signage and design 
 Josh Kaufman explained the reasoning behind the chosen location and signage – identifies 

a sense of community and deliberate inclusion of “at the Metalworks” in the south
