e Proposing an alteration similar to those approved in the past for another portion of the
block

e By-law protects only the original exterior limestone elements and original window
openings above street level

e HG members and Stephen Robinson discussed the existing arches

e Pebbledash exterior cladding was done in the 1960s to make the entire building look
uniform - now that it has been removed, it has revealed the original finish could have
been a smoother, lime-based render covering the entire building

e Originally had six chimneys, only one (not original) exists
